e ITiCSE steering committee

SIGCSE Global Conference

e S.Rodger approached M. Zhang about hosting the Global conference in China. M. Zhang
expressed interest and will submit a revised proposal with a target conference date of May
2019.

Technical Symposium
e Restructuring Symposium leadership
o The Board discussed a proposal to re-structure the Technical Symposium leadership
roles
o The proposal has been reviewed by previous chairs and revised based on their
suggestions
o The proposal will be finalized and presented for approval at the next Board meeting
e The Board notes that it holds the responsibility for appointing the registration team leadership.
J. Sheard will correct the website. A. Decker, B. Morrison and S. Fitzgerald will prepare a
proposal to establish consistency in registration across all conferences for the August 2018
Board meeting.
e A. Decker will investigate how the Student Research Competition leader is appointed.

Symposium 50th anniversary funding request
e The 2019 Symposium chairs, program chairs, program chairs and the 50th anniversary
committee have come up with an initial list of funding requests to celebrate the 50th.
e The Board approved a motion to allocate up to $50,000 for the Symposium’s 50" Anniversary.
This funding must include travel grants for at least 50 new attendees. The board notes that
these grants can also be used for 2019 first timers to return in 2020 as "second timers".

e Mary Lou Maher will lead the 2019 Chairs Workshop. B. Morrison and S. Fitzgerald will create a
short list of names for Board consideration

Special Projects
e A new special projects reviewer is needed starting in November, 2018. S. Fitzgerald and B.
Morrison will create a short list of names for Board consideration.
e J. Sheard will replace S. Fitzgerald as coordinator of Special Projects starting in November 2018.

Data Privacy
e ACM is now gathering demographic information in EasyChair. There are privacy concerns about
tracking this information, especially with the advent of the new European privacy laws. A. Settle
will consult with the ACM about European privacy laws and data collection and membership
privacy concerns in general.

SIG Governing Board
e A Settle updated the Board on the SIG Governing Board meeting



e The ACM Publications Board asked for feedback. The SIGs indicated that Sheridan is too
expensive, other options should be publicized and the ACM Word template is awful and should
be fixed. A. Settle will ask the ACM about alternatives to Sheridan
