● 257 attendees, great success - record (for all physical conf) was 367 in 2019 - reminder
this was all in-person, not hybrid. 6 WGs (68 participants), 19 DC participants, 81/299
papers accepted (27%). 41/70 posters accepted. 11/32 TTC accepted.

● ACM Europe has withdrawn sponsorship for the best paper award, going forward there
will be no monetary award
