ACM is aware that many in our community are concerned about potential
negative effects of recent Executive Orders by the new US Administration on our
work in both the US and globally. This includes concerns about possible
consequences for ACM publishing, conferences, education, and practitioner
efforts, as well as concerns about possible harms to our work on inclusion for a
strong and diverse technology workforce.

o ACM reaffirms its commitment to our mission and core values in all our scientific
and educational activities. This includes global scientific and educational efforts
dedicated to advancing the art, science, engineering, and application of
computing. We will continue to serve both professional and public interests by
fostering the open exchange of information and by promoting the highest
professional and ethical standards.

o ACM'’s commitment to its mission, guided by its core values, is unchanged. We
will work with members of the community to understand how new Executive
Orders may affect their work as it relates to scientific, educational, and
community development efforts.

Conference Rankings

CORE (Computing Research and Education) is an Australasian group that has managed
a conference rankings assessment process in the computing disciplines for over 20
years. Periodically, the group puts out a call for submissions for inclusion or reranking of
conferences. Decisions are made by academic committees. The CORE Conference
Rankings has recently become an international collaboration with Italian and Spanish
groups and is called ICORE.
From the CORE website: “The primary intended purpose of the CORE rankings is to
provide guidance to early career researchers, or those entering a new field, regarding
likely sources of quality conference papers to become familiar with, and venues to aim to
publish in and attend. ©
Here is a description of the different CORE rankings: A*, A, B, C
