Awards 
●​ The SIGCSE 2025 Awards are now almost all finalised 

○​ The Test of Time award will be presented at ICER 
●​ The SIGCSE Early Career Research Award proposal was submitted to the SGB Awards 

Committee for review. After any questions that emerge are resolved, it will be passed to 
the ACM Awards Committee for approval 

●​ Action: To address concerns about spotty Test of Time paper nominations, recommend 
to the new Board that a standby committee be “on call”, and work to identify and submit 
at least one paper nomination if there are no submissions a month before the deadline 

●​ Action: Judy and Dan will remind the community to submit awards by the deadline 

Task Forces 
●​ Action: Dan to model the new “Creating a Task Force” page on the “Creating a 

Committee” page, making clear the distinctions between the two

●​ Action: The Board to consider what additional Board roles are needed to address the 

increased workload, and add these to the letter for the next Board 
○​ E.g., someone to oversee membership 
○​ E.g., someone to oversee committees and task forces 

Conference & DC Business 

Virtual  (Liaison: Rodrigo) 
●​ Steering Committee will be sending out a call for the two roles needed: 

○​ 6-year term for “Conference co-Chairs 2028” 
○​ 4-year term for “Conference co-Chair 2026” to join James McGuffee 

Technical Symposium (TS) Business (Liaison: Adrienne) 

●​ Kids Camp at TS 2025 served 8 children, and cost $13K 
○​ Action: recommend to the new board that they look at this, make sure our 

community is aware of the service (especially at the time of call-for-participation), 
and perhaps explore other models (e.g., providing a stipend) to support parents 

●​ The TS steering committee (SC) has selected a contract for meeting management from 
the proposals received. They wish to continue with dLPlan for the next three conferences 
(2026, 2027, 2028) because of their exemplary service. From the budgetary perspective, 
the dLPlan bid was the lowest bid of the three. 

○​ Motion: to endorse the TS SC recommendation passes 
○​ Action: Adrienne to codify (in the operating procedures of the SC) that Board 

endorsement for meeting management selection is needed

○​ 354 papers submitted, 99 accepted for a 28% acceptance rate 
○​ Paper submissions, acceptances, and acceptance rates for the last 5 years:
