Change in Bylaws (Expedited Process)

e Background: SIGCSE bylaws state that there must be two candidates for each office on
the election slate, forcing us to have six candidates for our at-large positions. This is a
more restrictive rule than the current ACM elections policies and procedures for positions
like at-large, which simply state that you need at least one more candidate than the
number of positions.

e Motion: to change wording to comply with current ACM policy and practice passes

e Action: Adrienne to work with Donna Cappo (ACM HQ) to follow up

Steering Committees

e Applications have just closed, and eight people responded to the call for applications for
the ICER, SIGCSE Virtual, and RESPECT Steering Committee positions
e Action: steering committees to take a look at the applicants

ITiICSE

Moving forward with Madrid, Spain next year

Working Group Travel Grants have been finalized, and all applicants notified.
Committee positions for ITICSE 2026 are currently being finalized. Applicants for
positions are able (and are encouraged) to apply via a form linked from the ITICSE
website.

RESPECT

e The updated TMRF was approved by ACM
Registration opened on May 15, 2025
e Early bird registration ends May 31, 2025, and regular registration ends on June 15,
2025. The RESPECT conference website will be updated shortly.
e Supporter information is on the website. STARS (A/V and facilities) and
AccessComputing are supporters.
e The DC is moving forward as planned. Sixteen student applicants have been accepted,
and 2 DC discussants have been selected.
e They expect 150- 200 attendees based on the prior year's attendance
o Action: Yolanda to report the number of registrants at the June Board meeting.
e They have asked the board to cover expenses from the SIGCSE reserve fund for this
year
o Motion: The board approves a one-time shortfall for the RESPECT 2025 budget
of up to $7500 for honorarium for two people (at $1500 each) and reception for
150 (about $6k) passes

CompEd
